In his fine book The Works of  
Mercy: The Heart of Catholicism, 
James F. Keenan, S.J. recounts a 
time he gathered for a spirituality  

conference with a group of priests and nuns, most   
of whom were models of joy, love, fidelity, and    
service.  
 

There was one, however described by the author, 
“who was miserable and who perpetually              
manipulated her community by her very dominating 
dispositions.” 
 

Participants were asked by the group leader to tell the 
dominant image of God that they had when they 
prayed. Keenan reports an impressive variety of 
ways God leads people at different times in their 
spiritual lives.  
 

The leader asked the “miserable one” to contribute, 
as she had not yet spoken. “I have always prayed to 
the Infant Jesus,” she said. “What does he say to 
you?” the leader asked. “He’s a baby, he can’t talk,” 
she snapped. “Well, what do you do?” the leader  
inquired. “I take care of him. I change his diapers, 
burp him, let others visit with him. When their     
time is up, I send them away.” The group was 
stunned into silence. 
 

Keenan writes, “I saw how this person never let God 
speak to her. She had infantilized God, kept God in a 
crib, pampered God. She had such a powerless image 
of God that she never let God be God.”

Catolicismo), James F.Keenan, S.J. relata un 
momento en que se reunió para una conferen-
cia de espiritualidad con un grupo de sacerdo-
tes y religiosas, la mayoría de los cuales eran 
modelos de alegría, amor, fidelidad y servi-
cio.

El líder 
del grupo le pidió a los participantes que con-
taran la imagen dominante de Dios que tenían 
cuando ellos hacían oración.  Keenan informa 
una variedad impresionante de formas en que 
Dios guía a las personas en diferentes mo-
mentos de su vida espiritual. El líder le pidió 
a la “religiosa que se sentían miserable” que 
contribuyera, ya que aún no había hablado. 
“ella dijo que siempre le reza al Niño Jesús”. 

"El 
Nino Jesús es solo un bebé, no puede hablar", 
le dijo.  Ella contesto: “Yo lo cuido. Le cam-
bio los pañales, lo hago eructar, dejo que 
otros lo visiten.
