In one funeral wake, mourners proceeded
slowly toward the grieving mother who
stood beside the casket of her son. This
very young man had died in a tragic accident.

Everyone who had gathered to pay their respects ached
inside, wondering what they might say to this sorrowful
mother. But she smiled at them through her tears. And she
said, “At least I know where my son is right now.”

She explained that earlier that day a disheveled man hob-
bled in on crutches. Even though he was choked up, he
found the words to say, “I just had to come and pay my
respects. You know, I sell newspapers and sometimes beg
for spare change over near the grocery entrance. Every
morning your son would stop by. He always smiled, said
hello, and asked how I was doing. He usually had a cup of
coffee for me and sometimes a sandwich. He treated me
decent.”

And those who came to offer words of comfort to this
grieving mother were themselves comforted as it dawned
on them: “For I was hungry and you gave me food. I was
thirsty and you gave me drink. Come, inherit the Kingdom
prepared for you from the foundation of the world.”

And all the family and the many friends who came to
grieve walked away having had a final lesson in faith from
this fine young man.
