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Slow down, you’re moving too fast

Like so many others before and after
me, when [ was in college I discov-
ered the power of caffeine. I could
stay up all night and prepare for an
exam. With my great memory it was
just a matter of going over the material enough times
to imprint it in my brain.

The combination of staying awake and strong espresso
did the trick for a factual kind of exam. But, if the test
meant using my reasoning abilities or writing a long
essay, [ was in trouble. With the caffeine as stimulant
my mind would race too quickly for me to sort things
out. It would have been better to have rested and do
the long preparation before those exams.

Advent begins with the encouragement to stay awake
and be ready for the coming of our savior. There are
no short cuts or artificial ways to do this. And we have
only four weeks to prepare ourselves. It’s a short peri-
od of time, especially when we are ironically so busy
with all the preparations for what we are trying to cele-
brate.

So what are we to do? We need to take the time to re-
member why we have all these traditions: the tree, or-
naments, presents, parties—all of this must be put in
their context.

We can either walk through them like we are asleep,
or become frantic and overstimulated by it all. Or we
can make the conscious choice as Advent begins to
pray and reflect on what the birth of Jesus means to us
and to our world and how we can make the presence
of Jesus more real for ourselves, our loved ones, and
people of good will.

Today we have the time. But we know how quickly
this time will pass.

The First Sunday of Advent heralds the
beginning of the new Church Year, or
Liturgical Year. The main Gospel account we
will hear in the year ahead is from Mark. This
shortest of all New Testament gospels is like-
ly the first to have been written, yet it of-
ten tells of Jesus’ ministry in more detail
than either Matthew or Luke. It recounts
what Jesus did in a vivid style, where one
incident follows directly upon another. Mark
stresses Jesus' message about the kingdom
of God now breaking into human life as
good news and Jesus himself as the Gospel
of God.
