 ñBut some seed fell on rich soil, and produced 
fruit, a hundred or sixty or thirtyfold.ò  

 
In the parable of the sower 
that Jesus tells in todayôs  
Gospel, the ideal is to be ñthe 
seed sown on rich soilò that 
yields an abundant harvest. As 
Jesus explains, this means we 
should strive to be ñthe one 
who hears the word and               
understands it.ò  
 
So how do we place ourselves 
in this category? How do we 
assure that we will hear Godôs 

voice (i.e., the word) and actually understand what 
heôs saying to us? The answer comes in the parable 
itself. Jesus explains what we need to avoid in order 
to make sure our seed bears fruit. First, we must  
beware of ñthe evil oneò who comes and steals away 
the seed of Godôs word. Faithfully praying the 
Lordôs Prayer, with its request to ñdeliver us from 
evil,ò is a good starting point here. Placing ourselves 
under Godôs protection every day is like taking up a 
shield against the forces that would seek to derail us.  
 
Secondly, we must be committed enough to Godôs 
word that ñtribulation or persecutionò do not uproot 
us or make our faith wither and die. Here, too, sin-
cerely praying the petition in the Lordôs Prayerð
ñThy will be doneòðcan prepare us to accept what-
ever comes our way without waffling or wavering.  
 
Finally, we must be careful that ñworldly anxiety 
and the lure of richesò do not ñchokeò us. Again, we 
turn to the Lordôs Prayer and find an antidote built 
in: ñGive us this day our daily bread.ò We pray not 
for a new car or a winning lottery ticket, but for our 
basic needs.  
 
So let us embrace the prayer Jesus gave us, indeed 
the words he himself gave us to say, as we seek to 
truly hear and understand Godôs word.

The Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel 
July 16th 

 

Sacred Scripture celebrated the  
beauty of Carmel where the prophet 
Elijah defended the purity of Israel's 
faith in the living God. In the twelfth 
century, hermits withdrew to that 
mountain and later founded the               
Carmelite order devoted to the con-
templative life under the patronage 
of Mary, the holy Mother of God. 

Devotion to Our Lady of Mount Carmel is worldwide, 
and most Catholics are familiar with the Scapular of 
Our Lady of Mount Carmel, also known as the Brown 
Scapular. Mary appeared to St. Simon Stock on July 
16, 1251, and gave him the scapular with the follow-
ing words, which are preserved in a fourteenth century 
narrative: "This will be for you and for all Carmelites 
the privilege, that he who dies in this will not suffer 
eternal fire." The feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel 
was instituted for the Carmelites in 1332, and extend-
ed to the whole Church by Benedict XIII in 1726.

Whatôs a Scapular? Two segments of woolen cloth connected 

with each other by two strings or bands in such a manner that, 
when the bands rest on the shoulders, the front segment rests 
before the breast, while the other hangs down an equal distance 
at the back. The scapular is meant to be symbolic of an apron, 
indicating the wearerôs readiness and willingness to serve. During 
the early Middle Ages, the laity began to associate themselves with various mo-
nastic orders and formed Confraternities, secular oblates that would receive the 
scapular to wear upon death, as a sign of great honor.  Eventually, this tradition 
transformed into the small sacramental scapulars of today that are worn daily 

under or over regular clothing as an open sign of devotion.

What is RCIA? The Rite of Christian  
Initiation for Adults (RCIA) is the process, 
established for the universal Church, for 
individuals to become Catholic and             
receive the sacraments of initiationð
Baptism, Confirmation and the Eucharist. 

This initiation process also involves the parish community  
experiencing a renewal of faith as it prepares and welcomes 
new members into the Church. The Rite speaks of conversion 
as a ñspiritual journey,ò centered on fostering a deep relation-
ship with Jesus and the Church he founded. RCIA starts in 
September. We focus on catechesis: learning about the             
Catholic faith, learning about the parish community, and the 
liturgical life of the Church.

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Summer is a great time for activities that might not 

fit into the hectic school calendar. Helping kids grow in 
holiness is a year-round job, but the slower summer months 
offer a unique opportunity to embrace the Catholic faith as 
a family in a different way. Here are a few ideas to help 
your kids grow in faith, with all the fun of summer: 

Take a field trip. Summer is a great time to visit historic 
churches and holy sites. Go online and learn about your 
destination beforehand. When was it built? Who built it? 
The ethnic roots of many parishes can give our kids an un-
derstanding of the melting pot that is the Catholic Church.  

Read a good book. Better yet, read the good book. Choose 
a book of the Bible to read together. Consider using a Cath-
olic Study Bible, which includes all kinds of interesting 
footnotes that children (and their parents) find fascinating. 
Read a chapter a few nights each week, curled up on the 
couch or sitting on the patio with a bowl of ice cream. For 
those with young children, choose a weekly Bible story to 
read with your children, then do an activity or two with 
them throughout the week that relates to the story. Websites 
like CatholicMom.com and MyCatholicSource.com are 
excellent resources. 

Bring your faith on vacation. Never take a break from 
being Catholic! In fact, vacations are a great time to amp up 
your Catholicity as a family. Pray a rosary in the car, 
around a campfire, or on the beach. Visit shrines and other 
Catholic sites along the way or at your destination. And 
embrace the opportunity to attend Sunday Mass at the near-
by church. When youôre a child, your world is small. Real-
izing that the one, holy, Catholic and apostolic Church is 
represented wherever you go makes an impression and 
helps children and teens realize theyôre part of something 
big. Really big. Two thousand years old big. Consult Mass-
Times.org to find a list by city, state or ZIP code. 

The Shape of the Mass 
 
 In the renewal of the liturgy 
that followed the Second Vatican Coun-
cil, the full, conscious, and active partic-
ipation of the assembly was the primary 
consideration. By participation, the 
Council Fathers did not mean just join-
ing in the singing and the spoken re-
sponses, but active engagement and 
prayerful understanding of the rites. 
They envisioned a transparent liturgy, a 
worship that spoke so directly to the 
hearts and minds of the faithful that it 
would require no explanation at all. 
 The liturgy itself is the best 
possible catechesis on the liturgy. What does the liturgy teach us? It 
shows us the ministry of Jesus continuing in the present. He gathers 
a community. He calls us to prayer and repentance and praise. He 
teaches us with the very word of God. He does not send us away 
empty, but sets before us a marvelous banquet, feeding us with his 
very body and blood. Then he sends us forth to do what he has 
doneðto give ourselves for others, not just in words, but in deeds. 
The Mass is the pattern of our Christian lives.

St. Camillus de  
Lellis (1550-1614) 
Feast Day: Tuesday, July 18th 
 

Laying aside a life of violence and 
gambling, St. Camillus de Lellis 
was ordained a priest and later 
founded the Order of Clerks Regu-
lar Ministers to the Sick (the Ca-
millians), a religious order dedi-
cated to the sick, especially those 
afflicted with the plague. Whether 
they were ministering in a hospital 
or tending to the wounded on the 
battlefield, the Camillians were 
easily identified by their black 

habit with a large red cross on the breast. St. Camillus imple-
mented many innovative approaches to hospital care, includ-
ing proper ventilation, suitable diets, and isolation of people 
with infectious diseases. He is also credited with inventing 
field ambulances and military hospitals. Along with St. John 
of God, he is patron of hospitals, nurses, and the sick.

Shortly after his death in 1614, the construction of the church of 
St. Camillus began next to the Camillian convent in Bucchianico, 
Italy. The Church still hosts a permanent museum that traces  
Camillus' life around Italy (Rome, Puglia, Milan), his conversion, 
and houses the original instruments he used to heal his patients, 
the prototype of an ambulance and his original clothes. 

ñBlessed are your eyes, because they see, and 
your ears, because they hear.ò 

 
Itôs no wonder the parable of the sower left the disciples 
mystified. Itôs a crazy story! The sower is a wild man. Instead 
of plowing fertile ground and responsibly planting it, like a 
normal farmer, he wanders down an unlikely path and 
throws seed in the most random way imaginable. Fistfuls of 
seed land behind him on the path, on rocks to the right and 
thorns to the left. Only by accident does any seed wind up 
on soil that can be expected to produce a yield. If the sower 
worked for me, heôd be fired before the end of the day. 
 
Whatôs most confounding about this parable is that Jesus 
doesnôt say: donôt be like this careless farmer. Instead,   
Jesus compares himself to the sower! Apparently, itôs his will 
that the Gospel be shared not just in cathedrals, but also in 
prisons and back alleys and casinos and boardrooms. The 
Gospel is a capricious seed! 
 
Are you free with your sprinkling of the 
Gospel seed? What unlikely places have 
you taken this news?
