The Right Response 
 
ñHe fasted for forty days and forty 
nights, and afterwards he was            
hungry.ò And no surprise! Thatôs 
an incredibly long time to fast.  
Undoubtedly Jesusô physical and 
emotional strength would have 
been extremely weak after endur-
ing such a marathon of abstinence. 
And isnôt it interesting that the ñtempterò should choose 
to appear at this particular moment? When bread must 
have sounded better than ever, the devil comes and tests 
Jesus, saying, ñCommand that these stones become 
loaves of bread.ò  
 
How hard it must have been to resist! Surely, Jesus could 
have caved in. He could have shown the devil his                
powerð and had a bite to eat while he was at itðbut he 
didnôt. Instead, Jesus relied upon the word of God, and 
battled the devil by holding fast to the truth. ñOne does 
not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes 
forth from the mouth of God.ò  
 
What an excellent model this provides for us. We too face 
temptation of various kinds and degrees. As the First  
Reading from Genesis reminds us, the ñcunningò serpent 
has been slithering around humanity from the beginning 
of time. Even when we have all that we need, the devil 
makes us want more, or want different, than what we 
have. Todayôs Gospel calls Satan ñthe tempterò for good 
reason. He tempts us to break Godôs law as Adam and 
Eve did when they ate from the tree ñin the middle of the 
garden.ò But Jesus shows us the right response by            
battling the devil with the truth of Godôs word. Whatever 
temptations might beset us, there is power in clinging to 
the truths that we find in Scripture. In our moments of 
trial, may we have the strength to claim these truths as 
our own and, like Jesus, defeat the deceit of the devil.

What is Lent? Lent is a 40 day journey (not counting 

Sundays!) to focus on God and prepare to remember 

and celebrate Jesus dying on the cross and rising from 

the grave to save each of us. Many people decide to 

ògive upó things for Lent to help them remember that 

Jesus gave his life for us, but you can also òtake onó  

doing good things, just like Jesus did. 

 

Here are some ideas you might want 

to use during Lent: 

 

1. Make a Prayer Chain: List 40 in-

tentions or people on 40 slips of pa-

per. Link them together into a chain. 

Rip one off each morning of Lent and pray for that need. 

2. Memorize a Prayer: The Act of Contrition would be a 

good one for Lent, or pick a prayer you donõt know by 

heart. 

3. Study the Saint of the Day: Read his or her biography 

and maybe even find a craft or prayer to go along with 

your study.         

4.Create an almsgiving box and choose a charity to    

donate to. Save all of your change during Lent to donate 

to the charity.            

5. Fill a Bag to Donate: Declutter! Donate toys, clothes, 

books. This is part of almsgiving too! Someone else will 

be able to use the things you no longer need. 

Kidôs Corner 

Turn Toward God 
 
Turn away from temptation. Turn 
toward God. On the first Sunday of 
Lent, we hear in the Gospel that Jesus 
faced temptation in the desert. It may 
be difficult for us to imagine that  
Jesus was tempted to do anything 
counter to Godôs ways, and yet he 
was fully human as well as fully           
divine. He was like us in all things except sin. When we hear the 
account of Jesus being tempted, we learn how to turn away from 
sin by turning toward God. Not only will we become stronger 
and more faith-filled people, we can be assured that Jesus is with 
us when we commit ourselves to renouncing sin. The Holy Spirit 
will strengthen us and give us courage to do what is right.  
 
TURN AWAY: What most tempts you? Is there a bad habit, 
negative behavior, or destructive pattern that you must                   
renounce? How will you turn away from this temptation? Create 
a cue to help you recognize this temptation. Determine what you 
will do to renounce it and to replace it by turning toward God 
through some positive practice or action.  
 
TURN TOWARD: What specific thing will you do in order to 
turn toward Christ this Lent? Resolve to spend more time in 
prayer, reading Sacred Scripture, or in adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament. Invite the Holy Spirit to strengthen you in your           
resolve to turn away from that which tempts you.

Lent is the Church’s Call to Remember Our Baptism  

Trouble is, unless you were baptized as an adult, you canôt remember 

your baptisméwhich is why we need Lent. 
 

In a way, Lent is Mother Churchôs annual memo to her childrenðusðto 
remember our baptism. Our supernatural rebirth by water and the Holy 
Spirit gave us an identity as a child of God the Father, redeemed by God 
the Son, now a dwelling place for God the Holy Spirit. Our ñold selfòða 
sinner, an orphan without a spiritual family, a captive of darkness and its 
prince, Satanðdied, and, through baptism, we rose to new life with          
Jesus!  It was our own Easter, a forecast of the one at our earthly death 

when, please God, we rise to eternal life. 
 

During Lent, we recall our baptismal identity. How? Well, for one, by         
accepting the Lordôs invitation to return to the innocence of our baptism 
by deeper prayer, penance, and charity. Thatôs why Lent is the best time 
for a good confession, since that sacrament restores the luster of our 
christening. Two, we are in solidarity with our catechumens, adults pre-
paring for baptism at the Easter Vigil. They are in the final stages of the 
Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA), and we share their                  
eagerness for baptism. Three, we get ready to renew our own baptismal 
promises at the Easter liturgy, and be sprinkled with the newly blessed 

Easter water.  
 

Actually, we have ninety days of recalling our own baptism:  forty days of 
Lent, as we once again die to sin, Satan, and selfishness through prayer, 
penance, and charity; and fifty days of the Easter SeasonðEaster             
Sunday until Pentecostðas we rejoice in the risen life of Christ. As the 
saints remind us, when God the Father looks at us, He sees us the way 

we were on the day of our baptism!           ðCardinal Timothy M. Dolan  

Answers to Catholic Questions 
 
At times, temptation seems 
so powerful that itôs almost 
impossible to resist. How 
can I be stronger in my           
resolve to avoid sin and 
temptation? 
 
Temptation is powerful because it appeals to our human 
weakness and our desire for power, wealth, or personal 
satisfaction. Evil disguises itself as something good and we 
are enticed to make a choice. Our will is weakened each 
time we give in to something for selfish reasons, especially 
things we do not wish to choose. It is not something we can 
totally avoid, because temptation is not something we create 
or even recognize sometimes, but rather it comes from evil. 
But it would be a mistake to think of temptation only in terms 
of things that are really sinful. Temptation gains its strength 
by wearing down our will to choose good. If we fail in the 
small choices, we are all the more likely to fail in the bigger 
ones. Herein lies the wisdom of the Church in encouraging 
us to make small sacrifices and to do Lenten penance. In 
these practices of self-denial, we strengthen our will to 
choose, our ability to recognize good, and our desire to 
avoid evil. We then overcome evil in the small struggles of 
daily life and are more attuned to the promptings of our  
conscience to choose good.
