The Emmaus Model  
for the Mass 

 
The story of the                      
disciples on the road 
to Emmaus mirrors 
the way that Jesus 
meets us in the                             
celebration of the 
Mass. Before gather-
ing at the eucharistic 
table, Jesus opens the 
Scriptures to them, 

sharing himself in word before offering himself in                
sacrament. It is the Scriptures that allow the disciples 
to enter into the mystery of the Eucharist with Jesus. 
Without knowing him as revealed in the history of 
God’s chosen community, they could not hope to                    
experience him under the appearance of bread and 
wine. This is the same reason that our celebration of 
the Mass begins by sharing the Scriptures together. 
This communal reading allows us to encounter                       
God in the people of Israel, the life the early Christian 
communities, and the ministry of Jesus. We come to 
know this Jesus that we receive into our bodies, as we 
are sent into the world with our hearts aflame.

Diocese of San Diego 
 

As previously announced by the Diocese in 
2022, at the conclusion of a three-year                  
visitation, the Apostolic See (specifically 
the then-Congregation for the Institutes of                    

Consecrated Life and Societies of Apostolic Life)                
by means of a Decree dated 13 May 2022 and                        
approved in forma specifica by Pope Francis,                      
suppressed the religious institute formerly known as 
the Trinitarians of Mary. With this suppression,                    
the former members of the Trinitarians were                         
automatically dispensed from their vows and are no 
longer permitted to present themselves as religious. 
There is no right of appeal, and the Trinitarians have 
ceased to exist as a religious institute recognized by 
the Catholic Church.

Tal como fue anunciado previamente por la 
Diócesis en 2022, al concluir una visita                 
canónica de tres anos, la Sede Apostólica 

(especialmente la entonces Congregación para los 
Institutos de Vida Consagrada y las Sociedades de  
Vida Apostólica), mediante un Decreto fechado el 13 
de mayo de 2022 y aprobado en forma especifica                     
por el Papa Francisco, suprimió el instituto religioso 
anteriormente conocido como las Trinitarias de María. 
Con esta supresión, las antiguas miembros de las               
Trinitarias quedaron automáticamente dispensadas de 
sus votos y ya no están autorizadas a presentarse               
como religiosas. No existe derecho de apelación, y las                  
Trinitarias han dejado de existir como instituto                       
religioso reconocido por la Iglesia Católica.
